2009 OUTRIDERS B2P SAG STOP DETAILS & DIRECTIONS
Start- BOSTON – MapQuest it: 539 Tremont St, Boston, MA 02116
We start the ride in front of the Boston Center for Arts/Cyclorama Building at 539 Tremont Street near Clarendon Street in the South End.  We start at 6AM.  There is alternate ferry service to Ptown.  Baystate Cruises (World Trade) @ 8AM  Boston Harbor Cruises @ 9AM (Rowe’s Wharf)
Checkpoint 1 – HALIFAX – Breakfast Stop  MapQuest it: 492 Monponsett St, Halifax, MA 02338

Breakfast Stop - 30 Miles from the Start  Stop is open from 7:30 – 10:00 AM
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Take the Expressway (I-93) South to Route 3 South toward Cape Cod.  Get off at Exit 9 and travel North on Route 3A.  Fork left onto Route 106 and 27 and then fork left again following signs for Route 106.  At the intersection of Route 58, take a right.  A large Walmart is located there. Go 0.8 miles.  You will go over a causeway between East and West Monponsett Lake.

The checkpoint is at the Halifax public boat ramp on your left. It will be after the second time you pass White Island Road on your right. The safest way to turn around will be to go past the boat ramp and take a left into the Monponsett Inn Parking lot. Turn right out of the parking lot and then take the next right down the boat ramp. Park at the end.

Checkpoint 2 – SANDWICH - 1st : MapQuest it: 1 Main St, Sandwich, MA 02563
Lunch Stop - 62 Miles from the Start - Stop is open from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM
The Sandwich checkpoint is located at the intersection of Routes 130 and 6A.  Take I-93 South, then Route 3 toward Cape Cod.  After you cross the Sagamore Bridge, take the first Right and continue Right onto Route 6A East.  Follow this through a merge and a built up area and you will soon come to a fork where Route 130 begins.  The checkpoint should be set up in the tree shaded Y of the fork. The pavement will be marked. 

Checkpoint 3 – YARMOUTH - 2nd Lunch Stop MapQuest it: 850 Rte 6A, Yarmouth Port, MA 02675
84 Miles from the Start. - Stop is open from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM.

Take I-93 South, then Route 3 toward Cape Cod, then US 6 to Exit 8.  Go Left into Yarmouthport and then take Route 6A to the Right for about 1.5 miles.  Setucket Road cuts sharply Right here and there is a spot for the checkpoint between the side street and Route 6A.  This is a residential area and the locals have been friendly in years past, providing us with water, for instance. 

Checkpoint 4 – WELLFLEET - Snack Stop Mapquest it: 23 LeCount Hollow Rd, Wellfleet, MA 02667
102 miles from the Start - Stop is open from 11:30 AM to 4:30 PM

Take I-93 South, then Route 3 toward Cape Cod, then US 6 all the way to Wellfleet.  Take a Right on Lecount Hollow Road (between Mile 99 and 100 on Route 6).  Take the 2nd Right into the parking lot for the end of the Cape Cod Rail trail.  The checkpoint is at the far end of the parking lot across from the two handicap parking spaces.  Look for a “CH4” mark on the ground right where you would need to set up.  There is a portable toilet right at the end of the trail and several open stores right there. 

Checkpoint 5 – TRURO Mapquest it: 16 Truro Center Rd, Truro, MA 02666

117 miles from the Start - Stop is open from 12 Noon to 6:30 PM
Please Note:  There is spotty cell reception at the Truro checkpoint.  

Take I-93 South, then Route 3 toward Cape Cod, then US 6 all the way to the Orleans rotary.  Continue along Route 6 past the rotary and through Wellfleet to Truro.  Take the exit with signs for Truro and Pamet Roads.  Go under the bridge and turn Right.  
On your left will be a small store with a large parking lot.  Set up the checkpoint across from the parking lot in the park.  The pavement should be marked.  The riders will be coming from the side road that joins the road in front of the store a few yards up the hill.  

The Finish – PROVINCETOWN (HORRAY!)  Mapquest it: 110 Bradford St, Provincetown, MA 02657
128 miles from the Start. - Stop is open from 12 noon to 7:30 PM
The Finish is at the Provincetown Common on Bradford Street behind the Town Hall at the foot of the Pilgrim tower.
